1- Mechanical ventilation is potentially live saving in neonatal patients with respiratory failure. / \
2- The pathophysiology of lung damage due to mechanical ventilation is multi-factorial. &/ A /
3- Historically, positive pressure ventilation is the most commonly used method of ventilation in

neonates.
4- The lung is expanded during inspiration by forces generated primarily by the diaphragm but also by the

intercostal muscles.

5- Neonatal sepsis refers to an infection involving bloodstream in newborn infants less than 28 days old.
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Maternal factors that increase the risk of neonatal sepsis include chorioamnionitis.

7- Comprised innate immune system, caused primarily by the immature epithelial barrier

8- The epidemiology of neonatal sepsis has been changing with time.

9- Signs and symptoms of neonatal sepsis can range from nonspecific or vague symptoms to
hemodynamic collapse.

10- Neonates with bacteremia can be asymptomatic and have a normal physical examination.

11- Neonatal sepsis is divided into two groups based on the time of presentation after birth: early-onset
sepsis (EOS) and late-onset sepsis (LOS).

12- The treatment regimen for neonatal sepsis varies based on various risk factors and conditions.

13- Mortality rates are inversely proportional to gestational age, such that preterm or younger neonates

have higher mortality rates than do term neonates .
