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In industrialized countries, the spread of HAART has significantly reduced the incidence of
Kaposi's sarcoma and non-Hodgkin's lymphomas.

The risk is now similar for both malignancies and is estimated to be 20-25 times higher than
for the general population of the same sex and age group.
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Invasive cervical cancer has instead remained stable over time, with an excess risk 8-22
times higher than that of women in the general population and with the highest risk among
drug addicts.
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High-risk sexual habits and deficiencies in early detection programs are probably the main

causes of this heterogeneous distribution.

Tumors, both diagnostic and non-diagnostic for AIDS, are today one of the leading causes of
death for HIV-infected individuals.
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In Europe, the cancer mortality rate in hospitalized HIV-infected patients increased from
28% in 2000 to 32% in 2005.

In 2005, the majority of deaths were caused by non-AIDS-defining malignancies.
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The frequent abuse of known environmental carcinogens (tobacco smoking and/or alcohol
abuse) and the high association of HIV with other oncogenic viruses have broadened the
spectrum of tumors of the HAART era.

The latest linkage studies between HIV/AIDS directors and cancer registries confirm the
excess risk for Hodgkin's lymphoma, HPV-associated anogenital cancers and highlight an

excess risk for lung cancer and the hepatocellular carcinom
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Immunosuppression negatively affects the natural history of all tumors, with an increase in
their biological aggressiveness and an increase in mortality, which correlates with the extent
of the immune deficiency itself.
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The therapy of HIV-tumors is very complex and must result from a strategic and operational
agreement between a medical oncologist and an infectious disease specialist.
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Therapeutic decisions must always require the evaluation of the viro-immunological
parameters of the HIV disease, its state of clinical progression and its infectious
complications as well as the evaluation of the patient’s general conditions and the stage of

the neoplasm.
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The availability of an antiretroviral therapy with viro-immunaological and/xlinical efficacy has

made its association with antiblastic therapy rational. /
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14 The progress achieved in this field in recent years is significant and in different studies the

combination of HAART and chemotherapy has proven feasible and beneficial on the
response of anticancer therapy and long-term survival.
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The association with HAART, improving HIV-induced dysmyelopoiesis and reducing the
incidence of infectious complications of the disease, allowed the administration of standard
doses of chemotherapy.
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However, a series of new issues has emerged related to the pharmacokinetic and
pharmacodynamic interactions between the two classes of 6 drugs, which make it necessary
to draft guidelines in the combination therapy, of chemotherapy and HAART.

The neoplastic risk is destined to increase over time due to the aging of the HIV-positive
population and the high exposure to viral and environmental carcinogens. Prevention and
early diagnosis must therefore become one of the priorities of oncology in the HAART era.

In view of the role of smoking and alcohol intake, the latter especially in reference to the
acceleration of liver disease in patients with hepatitis virus co-infections, smoking cessation
and alcohol abstinence represent important tools of prevention of neoplasms.
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All women must undergo cytological screening using a Pap test, because HIV infection
significantly increases the risk of infection - persistence of HPV and the appearance of
cervical cancer.
